I. On-Line Application 
Students should apply directly to the Graduate School, which has an automated on-line application system.  You will receive a PIN and password so that you can return multiple times until you have completed your application.  The on-line application includes the following sections:

1. Application Blanks (contact information, work experience, education history, etc.)
2. Statement of Purpose (uploaded file)
3. Resume / Curriculum Vita (uploaded file)
4. Letters of Recommendation

You will need 3 letters of recommendation.  Letters can be submitted on-line via the Graduate School application system or mailed directly to the Department of Psychological Sciences with the other materials below.  If letters are mailed directly, the following form should be printed and provided to letter writers: Recommendation for Admission. Be sure to complete the top portion of the form before giving to your letter writers.

4. Letters of Recommendation (should be sent directly by your letter writers unless they are submitted with the on-line application)
5. Anything else you want to add to your file (e.g. writing sample)
